National Teams – all of the above, plus Spokane qualifier, 14u…..Emerald City in May?????  and End of Season National Multi-day tourney in June…. Either USAV in Las Vegas or AAU in Orlando

Discipline, Code of Conduct, Attendance, Conflicts
